An examination of financial, economic, and commercial aspects of wildlife-based enterprises in Northern Tanzania and an assessment on local livelihood impacts.  The case studies used are a photographic tourism venture (Oliver’s Camp) in Simanjiro District and a tourist hunting operation (Tanzania Game Trackers) in Monduli District. 

2. Alden Wily, L. and S. Mbaya. 2001.  Land People and Forests in eastern and southern Africa at the beginning of the 21st Century: The impact of land relations on the role of communities in forest future.  Nairobi: IUCN-EARO. 

A comprehensive examination of land tenure and forest conservation issues focusing on community-based forest conservation and management developments.  The essence is three-fold: 1) community involvement in forest management is critical to conserving East and Southern Africa’s forests and woodlands; 2) secure land tenure and communal property rights are central to viable communal forest management and conservation; 3) both land tenure reform movements and advances in community-based forest management are widespread throughout the region over the past decade.  There is an abundance of material from Tanzania, partly because Tanzania is perhaps farthest along of countries in the region in terms of community forest management and land tenure reform efforts.  

3. Alden-Wily, L. A. Akida, O. Haule, H. Haulle, S. Hozza, C. Kavishe, S. Luono, P. Mamkwe, E. Massawe, S. Mawe, D. Ringo, M. Makiya, M. Minja, and A. Rwiza. 2000. Community management of forests in Tanzania: A status report at the beginning of the 21st century.  Forest, Trees and People Newsletter 42: 36-45. 
A review of community-based forest management developments in Tanzania with a discussion of critical institutional and socioeconomic issues. 

4. Baldus, R.D. and L. Siege. 2001. Experiences with Community Based Wildlife conservation in Tanzania. Tanzania Wildlife Discussion Paper No. 29. Dar es Salaam: Wildlife Division and GTZ.

A useful and contemporary collection of several papers or commentaries on community-based conservation in Tanzania in terms of its practice, evolution, and current direction.  R. Baldus provides an overview, S. Kaihula and M. Zacharia describe details pertaining to WMA’s, and M.W. Murphree provides a succinct overview of CBC issues as delivered at the December 2000 Mweka conference. 

5. Barnett, R. 2000. Food for Thought: The Utilization of Wild Meat in Eastern and Southern Africa. Nairobi: TRAFFIC East/Southern Africa.

A detailed study of legal and illegal utilization of wild meat in East and Southern Africa.  The chapter on Tanzania contains a wealth of information including data on bushmeat consumption from three case study areas in Northern Tanzania.  A valuable study for understanding current wildlife management issues in the region. 

6. Barrow, E., H. Gichohi, and M. Infield. 2000. Rhetoric or Reality? A review of community conservation policy and practice in East Africa. Evaluating Eden Series No. 5. London and Nairobi: International Institute for Environment and Development and the World Conservation Union.  

The most comprehensive review of East African community conservation policies, developments, and critical issues available.  Comes closest to answering important questions like: What are the underlying issues in East African conservation?  Where is East African conservation headed in coming years?  What are the major constraints that community conservation initiatives in the region face? What have the actual impacts of community conservation efforts been? 
7. Booth, V., G. Nangale, and H. Majamba. 2000. Procedures for Communities to Enter into Joint Ventures in WMAs. Report prepared for the Wildlife Division, Ministry of Natural Resources and Tourism, Dar es Salaam. 

A consultancy analysis of private sector-community joint venture issues and more generally the management of wildlife-based enterprises in Tanzania, with the focus on management under proposed WMA’s. 

8. Borner, M. 1985. The increasing isolation of Tarangire National Park. Oryx 19(2): 91-96.

A frequently cited paper on the loss of habitats in the greater Tarangire system due to agricultural expansion in the community lands to the east and north of the National Park.  Warns of the likely danger these trends will have on wildlife due to the loss of migration routes and dispersal areas, and recommends the establishment of a multiple-use protected area in the Simanjiro plains along the lines of the Ngorongoro Conservation Area.  

9. Bourn, D. and R. Blench. 1999. Can Livestock and Wildlife Co-exist? An Interdisciplinary Approach. Oxford: Overseas Development Institute. 

A valuable collection of information and analyses on livestock and wildlife interactions, with the focus on pastoral areas of East Africa.  
10. Caro, T.M., N. Pelkey, M. Borner, K.L.I. Campbell, B.L. Woodworth, B.P. Farm, J. Ole Kuwai, S.A. Huish, and E.L.M. Severre. 1998. Consequences of different forms of conservation for large mammals in Tanzania: preliminary analyses. African Journal of Ecology 36: 303-320. 

A comparison of the effectiveness of different protected area categories (e.g. National Parks, Game Reserves, Game Controlled Areas, Open Areas) in conserving wildlife populations using existing monitoring data.  Concludes that protection based on law enforcement, even if poorly funded, has a strong impact on maintaining wildlife numbers.  Recommends reclassifying Game Controlled and Open Areas as Game Reserves in order to increase protection. 
11. Caro, T.M., N. Pelkey, M. Borner, E.L.M. Severre, K.L.I. Campbell, S.A. Huish, J. Ole Kuwai, B.P. Farm, and B.L. Woodworth. 1998. The impact of tourist hunting on large mammals in Tanzania: an initial assessment. African Journal of Ecology 36: 321-346. 

Examines the impact of tourist hunting on wildlife populations in Tanzania’s various hunting areas, using existing monitoring data.  Concludes that in most cases the level of off-take is well below the sustainable yield of large mammal populations but for several species in several locations (e.g. for lion and leopard in many areas) quotas may be to high and therefore unsustainable. 
12. Christophersen, K., R. Hagen, and G. Jambiya. 2000. Economic Opportunities in Wildlife Management Areas. Report prepared for the Wildlife Division, Ministry of Natural Resources and Tourism and USAID/Tanzania, Dar es Salaam.

An economic/fiscal analysis of the proposed WMA policy changes.  Argues that all stakeholders, including central government, will benefit from implementation of WMA’s. Rather speculative given the uncertainties surrounding the management and functioning of WMA’s at present.  
13. Ecosystems Ltd. 1980. Livestock, Wildlife, and Land Use Survey: Arusha Region, Tanzania. Final Report to the Arusha Planning and Village Development Project, The Regional Development Directorate. Nairobi: Ecosystems Ltd. 

A valuable source of baseline data on wildlife and human activities in Northern Tanzania. 

14. Emerton, L. and I. Mfunda. 1999. Making Wildlife Economically Viable for Communities Living Around the Western Serengeti, Tanzania. Evaluating Eden Series Discussion Paper No. 1. London: International Institute for Environment and Development.  
An economic analysis of wildlife management issues in village lands bordering the western portion of Serengeti National Park.  The conclusion: wildlife costs through agricultural damage far outweigh benefits received under current management practices. 

15. Gillingham, S. 1997. Do all peasant farmers look alike? The socio-economic context for community wildlife management around the Selous Game Reserve, Tanzania. Selous Conservation Programme Discussion Paper No. 22. Dar es Salaam: SCP. 

An academic report that examines a key issue in community-based conservation: the influence of community composition on local resource management.  A theme here is that heterogeneous communities (i.e. those made up of a wide mix of people holding different ethnic backgrounds, lifestyles, and beliefs) may have a more difficult time communally managing resources such as wildlife.  This is an important issue in Tanzanian community conservation. 
16. Goldman, M. (nd). Partitioned Nature, Privileged Knowledge: Community Based Conservation in the Maasai Ecosystem, Tanzania. Environmental Governance in Africa Working Paper #3.  World Resources Institute.  

A recent appraisal of community-based wildlife conservation in Northern Tanzanian Maasailand, examining the rhetoric and realities of CBC according to the existing proposed framework for Wildlife Management Areas.  Recommends CBC approaches take greater account of indigenous knowledge rather than imposing foreign or external structures on local communities. 
17. Grimshaw, J.M. and C.A.H. Foley. 1990. Kilimanjaro Elephant Project: Final Report.  Friends of Conservation. 

A detailed survey of the elephant population on Mount Kilimanjaro: population, trends, migration routes, and conservation issues. 
18. Homewood, K., E.F. Lambin, E. Coast, A. Kariuki, I. Kikula, J. Kivelia, M. Said, S. Serneels, and M. Thompson. 2001. Long-term changes in Serengeti-Mara wildebeest and land cover: Pastoralism, population, or policies? PNAS 98(22): 12544-12549. 

19. Homewood, K., H. Kiwasila, and D. Brockington. 1997. Conservation with Development? The Case of Mkomazi, Tanzania. London: Report to ESCOR of the Department for International Development. 

A review of community conservation and development issues around Mkomazi G.R., with commentary on general conservation-with-development initiatives in Africa. 

20. Homewood, K.M. and W.A. Rodgers. 1991. Maasailand Ecology: Pastoralist Development and Wildlife Conservation in Ngorongoro, Tanzania. Cambridge: Cambridge University Press.

A comprehensive examination of ecological and economic issues in pastoralist-wildlife interactions in the Ngorongoro Conservation Area. An invaluable academic reference with numerous implications for basic natural resources management and development issues in Northern Tanzania. 

21. Hulme, D. and M. Murphree. 2001. African Wildlife & Livelihoods: The Promise and Performance of Community Conservation. Oxford: James Currey Ltd. 

The most recent and comprehensive assessment of community-based wildlife management and conservation efforts in East and Southern Africa, with a wealth of case studies and detailed appraisals.  A number of chapters focus on Tanzania, including one on the Tanzania National Parks Authority’s community conservation programmes by P. Bergin, and a case study of TANAPA’s efforts around Tarangire National Park by K. Kangwana and R. Ole Mako. 
22. Igoe, J. and D. Brockington. 1999. Pastoral Land Tenure and Community Conservation: A Case Study from North-east Tanzania. Pastoral Land Tenure Series. London: International Institute for Environment and Development. 

A valuable examination of related issues of local land tenure and wildlife conservation in the case study areas of Simanjiro District to the east of Tarangire National Park, and the Mkomazi area.  Among the more detailed sources of information on local level resource management dynamics for these areas with a discussion of implications for community conservation in general in Northern Tanzania. 
23. Institute of Resource Assessment (IRA). 2001. Status of Game Controlled Areas as a Basis for the Establishment of Wildlife Management Areas in Tanzania- the Case of Arusha Region. Final Report to the Ministry of Natural Resources and Tourism, Dar es Salaam. 

Essentially a compilation of key land use statistics from Arusha Region’s Game Controlled Areas.  Contains valuable data on land use changes, trends, and implications for wildlife habitats.  For example, agricultural area in Simanjiro Game Controlled Area has increased from roughly 10% of land in the 1970’s to around 35% today.  
24. Jambiya, G., C. Jones, B. Bakobi, and E. Kiwango. 2000. Community Based Conservation (CBC) Experience in Tanzania: An Assessment of Lessons Learned. Summary Report for EPIQ Tanzania, Dar es Salaam. 

A broad overview of some of the community conservation initiatives in Tanzania, including some of the core principles and issues central to CBC issues. 

25. Jones, C.M. 2001. Wildlife Conservation Act, 1974 and the Wildlife Policy of Tanzania: A Private Sector Perspective. Thematic Paper #2 Presented at a Workshop to Review the WCA 1974, Impala Hotel, Arusha. 

A succinct review of challenges and issues facing the private sector in wildlife conservation and investment in Tanzania, with the focus on the Northern region.  Examines wildlife law and policy within the context of recent events, trends, and conflicts in Northern Tanzania.  Among the more frank and concise recent assessments. 
26. Kabudi, P.J. and H.I. Majamba. 2001. Review of the Wildlife Conservation Act, 1974: 
Analysis of the Laws and Stakeholders Views. Draft Report for the Wildlife Division, Ministry of Natural Resources and Tourism, Dar es Salaam. 
A recent consultancy report looking at the need for reforming the WCA and including discussion of numerous legal and policy issues and stakeholders views.  

27. Kahurananga, J. and F. Silkiluwasha. 1997. The migration of zebra and wildebeest between Tarangire National Park and Simanjiro Plains, northern Tanzania, in 1972 and recent trends. 

An assessment of monitoring data from the 1970’s and 1990’s regarding the populations of migratory zebra and wildebeest in the Tarangire-Simanjiro ecosystem.  Findings suggest increases in the zebra and wildebeest populations over the period in question. 
28. Kauzeni, A.S. 1995. A Paradigm for Community Wildlife Management: The Case of Protected Areas of the Serengeti Region Ecosystem.  Research Paper No. 37. Dar es Salaam: Institute of Resource Assessment, University of Dar es Salaam. 

A discussion of prominent wildlife management issues in the Serengeti ecosystem, traditional conservation strategies, and the need for greater involvement of local communities in wildlife management. 
29. Kipuri, N. and B. N. Ole Nangoro. (nd). Community Benefits through Wildlife Resources: Evaluation Report for TANAPA’s CCS Programme.  Consultancy report. 

A review of TANAPA’s community conservation services outreach programme in Northern Tanzania. 
30. Lane, C. 1996. Pastures Lost: Barabaig Economy, Resource Tenure, and the Alienation of their Land in Tanzania. Nairobi: Initiatives Publishers.
An academic study of pastoralist development issues focusing on land tenure problems.  The theme is that pastoralist people have maintained sustainable land management practices for thousands of years, but the alienation of their lands by colonial and post-colonial governments has undermined their way of life and ability to survive of the land.  This issue is of central importance to land and natural resource management efforts in the region.  
31. Lama, Lewis, 1998. Conflict and Compatibility: An Inventory and Analysis of Land Use in a Tanzanian Wildlife Corridor. Unpublished PhD. Thesis, Binghamton University, New York.  

An academic study of land use and natural resource management issues at the village level to the east of Tarangire National Park in Simanjiro District.  
32. Leader-Williams, N.,  J.A. Kayera, and G.L. Overton. 1996. Tourist Hunting in Tanzania. Occasional Paper of the IUCN Species Survival Commission No. 14. Gland and Cambridge: IUCN. 

A comprehensive but somewhat dated report based on the work of the Planning and Assessment for Wildlife Management (PAWM) initiative of the early 1990’s.  This particular report is based on a workshop held in 1993.  Contains numerous pieces of data and analysis regarding Tanzania’s tourist hunting industry. 

33. Leader-Williams, N., J.A. Kayera, and G.L. Overton. 1996. Community-based Conservation in Tanzania. Occasional Paper of the IUCN Species Survival Commission No. 15. Gland and Cambridge: IUCN. 

Like the previous report, a product of the PAWM project and another stakeholder workshop held in 1994.  Examines community conservation issues in Tanzania in terms of history, policies and laws, and management issues.  Valuable background in terms of the history of wildlife conservation in Tanzania and the long-running nature of efforts to implement community conservation in the country. 
34. LEAT and S. Metcalfe. 1998. Socio-legal Analysis of Community Based Conservation in Tanzania: Policy, Legal, Institutional and Programmatic Issues, Considerations and Options. Report for EPIQ/Tanzania, Dar es Salaam. 

A consultancy examination of legal, policy, and institutional issues regarding the implementation of community-based conservation in Tanzania.  Explores the question of how to implement the then-new Wildlife Policy of Tanzania within the nation’s existing legal framework so that communities can be empowered to manage and benefit from wildlife.  Numerous findings, but recommends a streamlined and practical approach to implementing community-based conservation using existing legal statutes.  
35. Lungren, C., M. Sommerlatte, and C. Mlingwa. 2000. Policy Guidelines for Game Farming and Game Ranching in Tanzania. Final Report for the Wildlife Division and USAID/Tanzania. 

A detailed examination of issues related to the development of commercial game ranching in Tanzania.  
36. Majamba, H.I. 2001. Regulating the Hunting Industry in Tanzania: Reflections on the Legislative, Institutional and Policy-making Frameworks.  Lawyers’ Environmental Action Team Research Report No. 4. Dar es Salaam: LEAT. 

An overview report on the framework for central regulation of Tanzania’s tourist hunting industry.  Relates the current system to the historical evolution of wildlife management in colonial and post-colonial Tanzania and provides some recommendation on the current process of legislative reform in the wildlife sector. 
37. Majamba, H.I. 2000. Legal Aspects of the Draft Guidelines for Wildlife Management Areas (WMAs). Report prepared for EPIQ/USAID and the Wildlife Division, Dar es Salaam. 

A review of legal aspects pertaining to WMA designations and legal design.  Raises a number of important legal issues relating to the proposed functioning and operation of WMA’s on village lands. 
38. Masara, Y.B. 2000. The Conflict of Legislations and Collision of Jurisdictions: An impediment to the realization of community based conservation in Tanzania? Unpublished consultancy prepared for the African Wildlife Foundation, Arusha. 

A consultancy report to address conflicting legislation affecting wildlife conservation and local communities in Tanzania.  The specific conflict and “collision of jurisdictions” referred to here relates to laws which put total control of wildlife in the hands of central authorities, on the one hand, and the nation’s new land laws which put authority in the hands of village councils, on the other.  This confused situation is perhaps the core issue in Tanzanian resource management and community conservation at present.

A useful examination of the cultural elements of European nature conservation in Africa, using Tanzania and more specifically the Arusha National Park area as its focal area.  Provides interesting analysis and evidence on the history of conservation efforts in Northern Tanzania based on archival research. 

41. Neumann, R.P. 1995. Local challenges to global agendas: Conservation, economic liberalization and the pastoralists’ rights movement in Tanzania. Antipode 27(4): 363-382. 
An article examining the political conflicts over conservation at the local level in Northern Tanzania, in particular the contest over land and resources between local pastoralists and national protected areas.  
42. Newmark, W.D. 1993. The role and design of wildlife corridors with examples from Tanzania. Ambio 22(8): 500-505. 

A brief discussion of the importance and functions of corridors for wildlife movements between protected areas, using the Usamabara Mountains and Mount Kilimanjaro as case examples. 

43. Newmark, W.D. 1991. The Conservation of Mount Kilimanjaro. Gland and Cambridge: IUCN-the World Conservation Union. 
A collection of papers on various aspects of conservation on and around Mount Kilimanjaro.  Easily the foremost source of information on conservation and natural resources management issues on Kilimanjaro. 
44. Nshala, R. 1999.  Granting Hunting Blocks in Tanzania: The Need for Reform. Policy Brief No. 5. Dar es Salaam: Lawyers’ Environmental Action Team. 

An examination of the policies, procedures, and inside politics that inform the management of the tourist hunting industry in Tanzania, particularly the allocation of hunting blocks.  
45. O’Malley, M.E. 2000. Cattle and Cultivation: Changing Land Use and Labor Patterns in Pastoral Maasai Livelihoods, Loliondo Division, Ngorongoro District, Tanzania.  Unpublished PhD Thesis, University of Colorado. 
A detailed academic study on land use changes in Loliondo. 
46. Otto, J., B. Kamara, and T.A. Lissu. 1998. Closing Corridors: Impact of Policy, Practices and Privatisation on Wildlife Movements in the Tarangire-Manyara Area.  Final Report to EPIQ Tanzania, Dar es Salaam. 

A valuable overview of conservation issues in the Tarangire-Manyara ecosystem, focusing on the conservation of migration routes between the two National Parks.  General information is provided but a focus is on several parastatal properties in the area and how the future use and management of those areas will effect conservation of the overall system.  Among the more concise and articulate consultancy reports available. 

47. Poole, J. and M. Ruelling. 1997. A Survey of Elephants and Other Wildlife of the West Kilimanjaro Basin, Tanzania. Unpublished Report. 
This is a useful study of elephant population distribution and trends (increasing) in the West Kilimanjaro area, with an overview discussion of related wildlife distribution and conservation issues as well. The conclusions- declining wildlife populations, rampant poaching, and a need for community-based conservation to be implemented in the area- apply to much of Northern Tanzania.  
48. Prins, H.H.T. 1987. Nature conservation as an integral part of optimal land use in East Africa: The case of the Masai ecosystem of Northern Tanzania. Biological Conservation 40: 141-161. 

A discussion of land use and conservation issues in the Tarangire-Manyara system, with particular emphasis on the importance of planned agricultural development in order to protect habitats and safeguard biological resources. 
49. Severre, E.L.M. 2000. Conservation of wildlife outside core wildlife protected areas in the new millennium. Paper presented to the conference on “African Wildlife Management in the New Millennium,” Mweka, Tanzania.
A description of Tanzania’s vision for wildlife conservation in community lands at the turn of the century.  Describes the planned implementation of WMA’s and their envisioned impacts.  Concludes that “wildlife conservation outside core-protected areas in the new millennium will be mandated to local communities,” and that WMA’s will “guarantee ownership of the resources by local communities and create opportunities for employment by the private sector.”  

50. Shauri, V. 1999. The New Wildlife Policy in Tanzania: Old Wine in a New Bottle? Policy Brief No. 3. Dar es Salaam: Lawyers’ Environmental Action Team. 

A critical discussion of the Wildlife Policy in terms of its substance and objectives. 

51. Shauri, V. and L. Hitchcock. 1999. Wildlife Corridors and Buffer Zones in Tanzania: Political Willpower and Wildlife Management in Tanzania. Policy Brief No. 2. Dar es Salaam: Lawyers’ Environmental Action Team. 

A discussion of local wildlife management issues in community lands bordering protected areas and the importance of political willpower in issues of reform, devolution, and local empowerment.  
52. Sinclair, A.R.E. and P. Arcese. 1995. Serengeti II: Dynamics, Management, and Conservation of an Ecosystem. Chicago and London: University of Chicago Press. 

A vast collection of research papers and data on the Serengeti ecosystem.  An invaluable professional reference and source of information.  In terms of practical conservation analyses, M. Norton-Griffiths’s chapter (“Economic Incentives to Develop the Rangelands of the Serengeti: Implications for Wildlife Conservation”) is an excellent analysis of land use issues and conservation implications in the Maasai Mara area.  
53. Songorwa, A.N. 1999. Community-based wildlife management (CBWM) in Tanzania: Are the communities interested? World Development 27(12): 2061-2079. 

A critical look at community-based conservation in Tanzania in terms of its objectives and approaches, primarily through using the Selous Conservation Programme as a case study.  
54. Sundet, G. 1997. The Politics of Land in Tanzania. Unpublished PhD. Thesis, University of Oxford. 
An insider narrative and analysis of the land tenure reform process during the 1990’s that culminated in the Land Act and Village Land Act in 1999. Among the more comprehensive examinations of the policy-making process in Tanzania. Concludes that the land reform process was undermined by a minority of bureaucrats opposed to sweeping reforms as advocated by the Presidential Commission on Land Matters and various grassroots pressure groups.  
55. Tarangire Conservation Project (TCP). 1997. Analysis of Migratory Movements of Large 
Mammals and Their Interaction with Human Activities in the Tarangire Area in Tanzania as a Contribution to a Conservation and Sustainable Development Strategy. Final Report: Explanatory Section, Arusha. 
A useful source of data and information on the Tarangire Area’s ecology, management, and conservation.  

56. United Republic of Tanzania. 1998. Arusha Region Socio-economic Profile. Dar es Salaam and Arusha: The Planning Commission and Regional Commissioner’s Office. 

A valuable source of statistical information for Northern Tanzania.  Among the useful data: only 6.3% of Arusha Region’s land area is actually under crops; cattle numbers in the region declined by an estimated 29% from 1978 to 1995; and an estimated 95% of the region’s residents depend on fuelwood for their domestic energy needs.

An overview of Tanzanian biodiversity and its conservation.  Lots of detailed information on biological resources.  The chapter on the economics of biodiversity conservation is particularly useful for summarizing central conservation issues and policy recommendations.

A collection of brief papers on local natural resource management in Tanzania. 
59. Watson, R.M, A.D. Graham, and I.S.C. Parker. 1969. A census of the large mammals of Loliondo Controlled Area, Northern Tanzania. East African Wildlife Journal 7: 43-59.
A baseline survey of wildlife populations in Loliondo.

An important document relating to Tanzania’s long-running wildlife sector reform process.  Provides numerous pieces of important information including details on the history of wildlife management in Tanzania, wildlife census data, government management practices, etc. The second volume provides an appraisal of reform options for the wildlife sector based on challenges facing the traditional approaches.  A valuable collection of information and historical perspective on the wildlife sector reform process.  A product of the USAID-funded Planning and Assessment for Wildlife Management project of the early 1990’s.  
61. Wily, L. 1999. Moving forward in African community forestry: Trading power, not use rights. Society & Natural Resources 12: 49-61. 

An overview of contemporary developments in community-based forest management, focusing on Tanzania as a case example.  Emphasizes the importance of developing local incentives for sustainable management through power sharing, or meaningful community empowerment, as opposed to merely benefit sharing.  
62. Wily, L. 1995. Collaborative Forest Management: Villagers and Government. The Case of Mgori Forest, Tanzania. Forests, Trees, and People Working Paper. Food and Agriculture Organisation of the United Nations. 

A case study of one of the early pilot initiatives in community-based forest management in Tanzania.  
Government Laws, Policies, and Related Documents
1. Ministry of Natural Resources and Tourism. 1998. National Forest Policy. Dar es Salaam, United Republic of Tanzania.  

Lays out the new direction for forest management and conservation in the country.  Acknowledges the constraints facing conventional central management approaches due to lack of government resources for management and lays out a new strategy based on private sector and local community involvement.  Parallels the wildlife sector (see #3 below) in terms of its emphasis on decentralized management and community-based conservation strategies.  

2. Ministry of Natural Resources and Tourism. 2001. Community-based Forest Management Guidelines. Dar es Salaam, Forestry and Beekeeping Division. 

A technical manual for implementing community-based forest management and conservation with local villages.  Lays out detailed procedures for involving communities in forest management and devolving managerial authority to the local level.  
3. Ministry of Natural Resources and Tourism. 1998. The Wildlife Policy of Tanzania. Dar es Salaam: Government Printer. 

The document that lays out the planned reform of Tanzania’s wildlife sector.  Provides for a significant shift from centralized management to community-based conservation in the Game Controlled Areas and open areas.  Advocates devolution to local communities to increase local authority and responsibility for wildlife management and an increased role of the private sector in conservation.  

4. Ministry of Natural Resources and Tourism. 2000. Tourist Hunting Regulations. Dar es Salaam: Government Printer. 
An important recent development in Tanzanian wildlife policy because of Regulation 16.5 which prohibits “game viewing, photographic safari, walking safari or any wildlife based tourist safari” in areas outside Ngorongoro C.A. or National Parks except by written permission of the Director of Wildlife.  

5. Ministry of Regional Administration and Local Government (MRALG). 1998. Policy 
Paper on Local Government Reform. Government Printer: Dar es Salaam. 

6. United Republic of Tanzania.  2001. Rural Development Strategy. Final Draft, Prime Minister’s Office. 
7. The Wildlife Conservation Act, 1974. United Republic of Tanzania, Dar es Salaam. 

8. Local Government (District Authorities) Act, 1982. United Republic of Tanzania, Dar es Salaam.

Legislation covering village government powers and responsibilities.  Important for natural resource management and conservation because it 1) grants corporate status on village councils and 2) provides for village councils to formulate their own legally enforceable by-laws.  These by-laws play an important role in natural resource management in the country. 

9. Village Land Act, 1999. United Republic of Tanzania, Dar es Salaam. Also the Land Act, 1999.
The current legislation governing management and tenure of village lands.  Passed in 1999 but operationalized only on May 1, 2001.  Strengthens village tenure for communal lands, clarifies procedures for entering into joint ventures and giving leases, and declares customary tenure and granted tenure as statutorily equivalent under the law.  
10. Ministry of Lands and Human Settlements Development. 1998. Guidelines for Participatory Village Land Use Management in Tanzania. Dar es Salaam, National Land Use Planning Commission. 
An exhaustive manual on land use planning procedures at the local level.  A technical reference for intensive facilitators.
